I had a long and disagreeable passage when I left you at St. Marys, owing to head winds and being weak handed. I search’d every store in St. Marys to find a pair of Earrings for you. I found none that I fancied, and concequently was oblige to get a pair of Sadler which I by no means liked but you must make them answer till you can get a pair of your own choosing. I have been out on Nassau ever since [I] got home, and I believe I shall go to Cutting Ranging timber on that river shortly, by exposing my self while on Nassau I caught a Desperate Cold which has kept me almost in bead this some days past with Violent head aches and fevers but I think I am in a fair way way of recovery. I hope your Caugh has left you the hooping Caugh is very bad among my little negroes I have lost one since I came home with that Complaint and shall think myself lucky if no more of them don’t Dye with it. William has gon up to spring garden and has not yet returned. I expect him back every day he was well when he left here.  If I ingage in the lumber business there is no telling when I shall see you and William will also be pritty lightly imployed. I wish you to try to get letters from North carolina and if  you should be so lucky you must not fail in letting me know how Our friends are there - Make my love to Aunt Ashley and all Friends I’ll Conclude with wishing you all health and happiness
